Top Ten Weather Events of 2016, in Order of Importance
1. Blizzard of January 22-24. Snow began at 1:00 p.m. on Jan. 22. This was the greatest storm total I have ever recorded at this or any other location. The 21” that fell on the 23rd was the greatest 24-hour total I’ve ever recorded at this or any other location.

2. Squall Line of February 24. Heavy morning rain and then thick fog till 3:00 pm. and a very dark and foreboding day. By 5:30 it darkened even more and lightning flashed across the sky as a squall line that stretched from New York to South Carolina approached. The sky to the W and SW was gray/black with a dull gold/gray beneath. By 6:10 p.m. a tidal wave of strong wind, torrential rain and hail the size of peas and nickels broke. The first storm lasted 20 minutes and another came from 6:30 to 6:50 p.m. Rainfall for the day was 2.20:.
3. Cold Snap of April 5-10. A severe cold snap with two pulses of very cold air caused extensive damage to hydrangeas, rain tree leaves, roses, and other plants that had put our sensitive growth early due to March warm spells. Highlights: 

5th: max 43, min, 29; mean 36 – normal for January

6th: min 28, mean 42 – normal for early March

9th: max 47, min 34; snowsquall 10:00-10:30 a.m. and R/S showers p.m.

10th: max 50, min 29; mean 39.5 – normal for late February
4. Persistent Dry Conditions July-November. For five consecutive months rainfall was below normal. Accentuating the dry conditions were extended periods with very little rainfall. Aug. 1-Sept. 25 and all of October and November were especially dry. Rainfall totaled 12.99 for the period, 6.44” below normal.
5. Above Normal Temperatures July-October. For four consecutive months temperatures were consistently above normal. 26 days had maximums <90; there were three heat waves that lasted at least 7 days, and September had 4-day spell of <90 days. September was the 3rd warmest, and October the 2nd warmest that I’ve recorded in 18 years at this location.
6. Very Wet April 27-May 23. During this period, measurable rain fell on 23 of 27 days and totaled 6.16”. Measurable rain fell on 18 consecutive days April 27-May 14. 
7. Persistent Heat July 14-28. Maximums were <90 on 11 of 15 days. Average temps were 91.5-71.5-81.5. The highest temp was 98 on the 25th. 
8. Snow and Ice of February 14-15. Snow began at 11:00 p.m. on the 14th and continued at varying rates through 1:00 p.m. on the 15th; maximum depth 4.25”. It was followed by freezing rain, which coated everything and was followed by liquid rain, which stood on the ice and made it even more slippery. 
9. Ice Storm of December 17. Brief fall of sleet followed by .13” of freezing rain. Very cold conditions of Dec. 15-16 made the ground very cold; as a result, the ice covered everything, including roads. The sun came out by 1:00 p.m. and made the ice shimmer beautifully. 
10. Heat Wave of August 10-17. Maximums were <90 for 8 consecutive days; average temps were 93.5-74.4-84. The highest temp was 98 on the 13th.
