Hope all is well. I’ve attached my May ACON summary for station CHT. Please post online, whenever you get a chance. 
Also sharing a photo (below) of what I found when I opened up my Davis Vantage Pro 2 for maintenance and cleaning. In prior years, I’ve had these small ants nest inside the rain gauge. Never here, though. As I took everything apart for cleaning, I found that they also were nesting inside the circuit board chamber housing the radiation shield power/fan control. 
As a tip for others experiencing this problem or trying to avoid it, I can share that coating the metal post with a sticky substance (Catchmaster Tree Banding Insect Barrier), typically used to protect trees from pests migrating up their trunks, seems to have stopped them from venturing back up into the station after I cleared them out.
