ACON MONTHLY NARRATIVE: Hampton Virginia- Since June 1977

November was the wettest and tied for third warmest at my station since records began in June 1977.

Record monthly rainfall of 8.80 inches. Previous record was 7.59 inches in November 1997.

Monthly Average Temperature was 55.4 which tied November 2001. The warmest November was November 1985 with an average temperature of 58.1 and the second warmest was November 1978 with an average temperature of 56.2.

A record daily rainfall occurred on November 12 of 6.20 inches. This was the most ever in the database for any November with the previous daily maximum precipitation of 3.31 in November 1979.
